3.  Charge the battery cartridge with room tem-
perature at 10 °C - 40 °C (50 °F - 104 °F). Let
a hot battery cartridge cool down before
charging it.

4.  When not using the battery cartridge, remove
it from the tool or the charger.

5. Charge the battery cartridge if you do not use
it for a long period (more than six months).

DESCRIPTION

Installing or removing battery

cartridge

A CAUTION: Always switch off the tool before
installing or removing of the battery cartridge.

A CAUTION: Hold the tool and the battery car-
tridge firmly when installing or removing battery
cartridge. Failure to hold the tool and the battery
cartridge firmly may cause them to slip off your hands
and result in damage to the tool and battery cartridge
and a personal injury.

To remove the battery cartridge, slide it from the tool
while sliding the button on the front of the cartridge.

To install the battery cartridge, align the tongue on the
battery cartridge with the groove in the housing and slip
it into place. Insert it all the way until it locks in place
with a little click. If you can see the red indicator as
shown in the figure, it is not locked completely.

Tool / battery protection system

The tool is equipped with tool/battery protection system.
This system automatically cuts off power to the motor to
extend tool and battery life. The tool will automatically
stop during operation if the tool or battery is placed
under one of the following conditions.

Overloaded:

The tool/battery is operated in a manner that causes it
to draw an abnormally high current.

In this situation, turn the tool off and stop the application
that caused the tool to become overloaded. Then turn
the tool on to restart.

Overheated:
The tool/battery is overheated. In this situation, let the
tool/battery cool before turning the tool on again.

Low battery voltage:

The remaining battery capacity is too low and the tool
will not operate. In this situation, remove and recharge
the battery.

Protections against other causes:

Protection system is also designed for other causes

that could damage the tool and allows the tool to stop

automatically. Take all the following steps to clear the

causes, when the tool has been brought to a temporary

halt or stop in operation.

1. Turn the tool off, and then turn it on again to
restart.

2. Charge the battery(ies) or replace it/them with
recharged battery(ies).

3. Let the tool and battery(ies) cool down.

If no improvement can be found by restoring protection
system, then contact your local Makita Service Center.

To start the cleaner, simply push the ON/OFF button. To
switch off, push the ON/OFF button again.

You can change the suction power of the cleaner in four steps
by pushing the suction power change button. Each push on this
button repeats the Quiet/Normal/High/Max mode in a cycle.

NOTE: You can change the suction power before
turning on the cleaner.

NOTE: The cleaner starts the operation with the
same suction power as the last operation.

Lighting up the lamp

A CAUTION: Do not look in the light or see the
source of light directly.

To turn on the lamp, push the suction power change
button. The lamp goes off in approximately 10 seconds.
While the cleaner is running, the lamp turns on.

The lamp goes out approximately 10 seconds after
stopping operation.

NOTE: When the remaining battery capacity gets low,
the lamp starts blinking. The timing, at which the lamp
starts blinking depends on the temperature at work
place and the battery cartridge conditions.

NOTE: Always use the high performance filter that is
framed with an originally-designed stay when overlay-
ing it on the HEPA filter.

Disposing of dust

ACAUTION: Empty the cleaner before it
becomes too full, or the suction force weakens.

A CAUTION: Be sure to empty the inside of the
cleaner itself of dust. Failure to do so may cause the
filter to be clogged or the motor to be damaged.

In order to drop dust sticking on the filter in the capsule,
tap the capsule 4 or 5 times with your hand.

MAINTENANCE

before attempting to perform inspection or
maintenance.

To maintain product SAFETY and RELIABILITY,
repairs, any other maintenance or adjustment should
be performed by Makita Authorized or Factory Service
Centers, always using Makita replacement parts.

A CAUTION: Putting the cleaner against the
wall without any other support may cause the
cleaner to fall down, resulting in personal injury
or damage to the cleaner.

Sponge filter

When the sponge filter becomes dirty, clean it as
follows.

1.  Remove filters that cover the stay.

2. Pull out the sponge filter from between the pillars.

3. Clean the sponge filter by tapping or washing. If
you wash it, dry it out thoroughly before use.

4. Insert the sponge filter between the pillars and set
it in the original position. Make sure that each bottom
edge of the pillar holds down the sponge filter, and
there is no gap between the sponge filter and suction
opening.

Is the battery cartridge discharged? Charge the battery cartridge.

Not working Is the battery cartridge discharged? Charge the battery cartridge.

Noise and vibration Is the filter clogged? Clean or wash the filter.

Is the nozzle, pipe or suction inlet of the
appliance is clogged?

Remove the clogged objects in the nozzle,
pipe or suction inlet of the appliance.

Is the nozzle/pipe inlet blocked?

Do not block the nozzle/pipe inlet.

About the cyclone attachment

Using the cleaner with the cyclone attachment installed
reduces the amount of dust that enters the capsule,
which helps to prevent the suction force from weaken-
ing. In addition, cleaning after use is also simple.

ACAUTION: Always be sure that the tool is
switched off and the battery cartridge is removed
before carrying out any work on the tool. If the
battery cartridge is left inserted, the cleaner may start
unexpectedly and result in injury.

A\ CAUTION: Clean the mesh filter of the
cyclone attachment and the filters of the cleaner
unit when they become clogged. Continuing use in
the clogged condition may result in heating or smoke.

NOTICE: When the cyclone attachment is
attached, do not use the cleaner in a horizontal
or upward facing position.
